OVERVIEW

Faculty members can determine whether their profile is available for others to view on Elements and the
Discovery Module. An Elements profile can be made public so that it is searchable by any one via the
Discovery Module, but faculty also have the capability to limit the visibility of individual activities.

MANAGING PROFILE PRIVACY LEVEL
Two overall profile privacy levels are available — Internal and Public. By default, LSU’s Elements profiles are
set to Public.

o Internal — Elements profile is viewable by other LSU faculty members, but the profile will NOT be
published on the Discovery Module.
e Public — Elements profile is viewable by other LSU faculty members and the profile is published on the

Discovery Module.
