Birding Basics

Look for birds in early morning and late afternoon, when they are
most active. For bird identification, note the overall appearance, size
and shape of the body, beak and bill type, as well as the bird's color
patterns. Also note the habitat in which the bird was found and any
distinct behavioral traits or vocalizations.

Though they are not required for birding, a pair of binoculars and a
field guide could make a big difference in your birding experience!

Ethics of Birding

Promote the welfare of birds and their environment. To avoid
stressing birds or exposing them to danger, exercise restraint
and caution during observation, photography, sound recording
or filming. Keep back from nests and nesting colonies. Stay on
roads, trails and paths where they exist; otherwise, keep habitat
disturbance to a minimum.

Respect the law and the rights of others, including private property.
Practice common courtesy in contacts with other people.
