e A light backpack to carry personal items (optional)

e Water Bottle

Medications:
e |[f you are on any regular medications, make sure you bring them in their
original prescribed container. We will collect these at registration and have
a counselor responsible for getting these to you. They must be in their
original prescribed bottle with your name onit.

Attire:

e Casual clothes for daily activities. Please make sure to dress appropriately
as you would for school. If your attire is deemed inappropriate, a staff
member may ask you to return to your room and change.
