We offer doctoral programs in over 50 major fields of study.

Master’s degree programs are offered in 72 major fields (15 
offered exclusively online). These range from Master of Fine 
Arts degrees in fields such as creative writing, studio art, and 
theatre, to professional degree programs in social work, 
business administration, and library and information science. 

Graduate Certificates are available in 19 fields of study (11 
offered exclusively online).
