This year’s PlantFest! will continue our annual celebration of plants in gen-
eral and natives in particular, honoring the 240th anniversary of naturalist 
William Bartram’s visit to Louisiana in 1775.  Our fall plant sale celebrates 
three decades of masterfully collecting people and plants and bringing them 
together in the unique natural space that is the LSU Hilltop Arboretum. 

Brace yourself for a botanical “all you can tweet” plant feast … trees, shrubs, 
perennials, vines, ferns, fruits, gingers, camellias, incredible edibles, orna-
mental grasses, and more that run the gamut from native and traditional to 
eclectic and electric newcomers. To spice up the mix, plants are imported 
from a diversity of nurseries located in Alabama and, Texas, as well as Louisi-
ana. Well over 5,000 plants will be assembled representing 600 different spe-
cies … some making their debut at Hilltop this year. 

Landscape architects, contractors and designers; arborists; horticultural spe-
cialists; growers; plants men and women; Master Gardeners … all will be on 
hand to help you with your plant selections. Plant display vignettes that be-
dazzle with color, or speak to those who want to go native or attract butter-
flies will help you get growing and suggest just the right plant for your space. 

The Hilltop Gift Shop will be joined by specialty plant and craft vendors to 
meet all the needs of gardeners and their gardens.  We offer both a tax and a 
membership incentive that add up to 20% in savings on plants purchased 
during the two days of the sale.

O r second stop of the morning is

Imahara’s Botanical Garden. Walter

Imahara and Wanda Chase will be

and share family stories abo t their

ancestors who came to America as

Japanese immigrants aro nd 1895.

The Japanese garden incl des a

miniat re Mt. F ji that overlooks a

cypress swamp, nine reflecting pools,

symbolic Torri gates, and Japanese

Haik  carvings. A picnic l nch yo 

can enjoy either indoors or o tdoors

in the garden will give yo a chanc to

rest yo r feet and fill yo r t mmies!

In the afternoon we’ll head down the

highway to Afton Villa Gardens for a

private to r.

GARDEN DESCRIPTIONS

Virginia and Charles Yarbrough

18626 Tranquility Court, 70817

This garden’s jo rney began in 1990 

with the p rchase of a forested lot to

b ild a new home. The  n s al

shape of the lot s ggested the ho se

sho ld be located away from the

street and back in the beech magnolia

woods. The property has several ra-

vines and extends via two penins las

into the lower lake of The Lake at

White Oak s bdivision. It also enjoys

access to adjacent s bdivision com-

mon gro nds which vis ally extends

the forest.

D ring constr ction many days were

spent taking o t br sh and p lling

down vines. All trees were saved ex-

cept on the site of the ho se and

drive. After abo t a year, ho se con-

str ction was complete and the gar-

den project began. First came decks,

fo ndation planting and some initial

beds. Inexperience with woodland

landscapes created many opport ni-

ties to develop improved gardening

techniq es. After a few years an ad-

jacent lot was added to the property

to ins re the forest environment re-

mained intact, bringing the site to

abo t three acres.

His interest in and s ccess with

shade gardening grew as Charles’

plantings extended f rther away from

the ho se and into the woods. He de-

veloped a fondness for Japanese gar-

dens and decided on a style similar to

a Japanese stroll garden. In this style, 

not all of the garden is seen in one 

view; only by wandering does the

visitor enco nter different vistas and

enter vario s garden rooms. Design of

the garden was developed slowly

over the years, mainly by wandering

abo t the site and letting the land-

scape s ggest the next step.

Charles has enjoyed designing and

completing all of the garden’s con-

str ction projects (decks, bridges, ar-

bors, gazebos, boardwalks) as well as

the planting, terracing, path-b ilding

and stone work, with design ideas

and extra hands from Virginia and

children J lia, Marie, and Nathan.

Many bridges were b ilt and each re-

q ired access paths; connecting paths

now form a network that covers most

of the property. Tho gh generally ori-

ental in concept, the garden is not

strictly of that form. Its many other

inspirations incl de art and local c l-

t re, whimsy and the spirit al. Creat-

ing the garden has been a way to

combine o r love of art with o r love

of nat re and the woods.

On the property, some of the native

forest still remains. Time and

weather have taken their toll in the

garden. At least sixty trees have

fallen d ring these twenty-five years

and mostly have been removed, with

remnants slowly disappearing back

into the terrain. The woods are in

constant renewal, with new trees

contin ing to vol nteer. O r goal is

to foster a native environment while

incorporating bea tif l and s itable

selections from aro nd the world. A 

collection of small animals also lives

here: sq irrels, armadillos, raccoons,

poss ms, rabbits, frogs, t rtles, liz-

ards, birds, etc. Occasionally deer,

alligators, n tria, and beavers come

to ca se havoc. A healthy s pply of

native insects also calls it home. 

There is a nice marriage of new and

old in o r garden. It’s always chang-

ing and always tranq il.

When we moved into o r home al-

most 20 years ago, the yard and trees

were typical of a so thern home.  The

ho se was sit ated on a lovely pond,

with a gently sloping lawn down to

the water. There were flower beds 

set with begonia, impatiens, azaleas,

and sago palms. Everything was per-

fectly planned, and bea tif lly mani-

c red.

Fast forward some years later…The

trees of many different native species

have grown taller and provide a can-

opy over the grass and flower beds.  

We have red oak, black oak, white 

oak, magnolia, loblolly pine and

shortleaf pine, water hickory, and

water elm, not to mention river birch,

sycamore, and yellow poplar! O r

front yard boasts of a flowering pear

tree that looks snow covered in the

spring. Since o r yard is sloping to

the pond, most of o r top soil is now

IN the pond!  G stav took care of a

few of o r larger trees, b t o r yard

now resembles a so thern forest of

sorts.

What we’ve experienced is typical of

aging homes and yards in the so th.

We can either c t down trees to allow

more s nlight, or we can make the

most of o r yard’s nat ral habitat.

We chose to do the latter.  We do

have to bring in top soil, and replant

grass, b t the trees and the gro nd

cover we now have make a lovely

view with all the nat ral bea ty of 

native Lo isiana plants.  I wo ld

imagine the trees in o r yard look

very m ch like the ones c t down

when o r home was b ilt some 20

years ago.

We love the trees, birds, sq irrels,

raccoons, poss ms, fox, and yes, the

deer, who eat my caladi ms with

g sto!  It is an oasis in the heart of a

s bdivision.  Most of o r neighbors

have adj sted to o r changing land-

scape, and enjoy the nat ralness of

o r Lo isiana homes.

Smith and Baker Landscape Archi-

tects, the new site plan was devel-

oped and exec ted. The hardscape

incl des m lti-level patios of bl e-

stone and wood decking perfect for

entertaining. The patios are s r-

ro nded by brick planters and plant-

ing beds that hold an ab ndance of

camellia ‘Shi Shi Gashira’, gardenia,

azalea ‘Red R ffles’, camellia

‘Y letide’, bl e agapanth s, and a va-

riety of hydrangea. Variegated flax 

lilies are ab ndant thro gho t the

plantings. Sweet bay magnolia and

Japanese maple trees provide vertical

interest to the beds. N mero s pots

and  rns placed aro nd the deck and

patios provide seasonal color. 

Descending to the lower deck, yo 

will find a bea tif l o tdoor kitchen

and living space with a large water

feat re adorned with c stom iron-

work. From this lower level, there 

are bea tif l views of the walking

trails and lake behind their property.

The Morgan’s spend many evenings

and weekends relaxing or grilling

with family while watching their

grandchildren play on the large play

yard on the side of the home. The

hammock, once belonging to Kim’s

dad, hangs in a shaded spot for relax-

ing and reading. Landscape lighting

provides the perfect ambiance to en-

joy the spaces after dark.

The recently ref rbished front gar-

dens can be enjoyed while rocking or

swinging on the Morgan’s large front

porch. Boxwood hedges provide sym-

metry and formality to the front en-

trance’s seasonal color beds. There

are n mero s azaleas, hydrangeas,

hosta, camellias, and agapanth s 

thro gho t the landscape. Cast iron

plants, gold shrimp plants, leather-

leaf mahonia, lig laria, gold d st

ac ba and bicolor iris add interest to

the l sh so thern beds that also in-

cl de magnolias, river birch, crape

myrtle, Japanese maple and ‘Forest

Pansy’ redb d trees.

Jay and Vicki Brooks

4756 Elm Shadow Driv , 70817

The home of Jay and Vicki Brooks is

set  nder the canopies of majestic

oaks, elms and pines blanketed by

Christmas berry and cast Iron plants

beneath. With inp t from their son

Josh, a landscape architect with De-

sign Workshop in Denver and former

LSU Hilltop Arboret m intern, the

Newton Landscape Gro p created a

master plan for the property that ties

the home to its s rro ndings and cre-

ates more  sable o tdoor space.

Alongside the driveway a sweeping

c rvilinear bed incorporates an oak, a

Chinese fringe tree, azaleas, indigo,

and native plants of palmettos and

wood ferns.  A French Q arter style

lamppost lights the paved walkway to

brick steps that expand the f ll

length of the col mned porch. Fern

draped  rns on either side of the en-

tryway, rocking chairs, and an an-

tiq e ch rch pew give the ho se an

inviting So thern charm. Chinese

fringe trees and giant elephant ear

flank each side of the porch; two

large stone containers and hanging

baskets bring in seasonal colors.

H ndreds of daffodil b lbs brighten

the landscape in early spring with

their blooms.

Palmettos and ferns carry over to a

bed at the side of the ho se, also in-

corporating plants of varying heights

that bring an array of colors thro gh-

o t each season. Yo  will find cri-

n m lilies, dwarf sasanq a camellias,

hydrangeas, b nny grass, miscanth s

grass, nandinas and philodendron in

addition to ‘Natchez White’ crape

myrtles, a Japanese maple and a 

vitex. 

At the other side of the ho se a path-

way winds thro gh camellias, bald

cypress trees, magnolia trees and

birch trees leading to a gate that

opens to an expansive backyard en-

circled by a deep woods setting.

Sweet bay magnolias line the brick

and peacock paver pool decking on

one side of the home and wraps

aro nd the master s ite on the other

side. Azaleas, dwarf sasanq a camel-

lias, ginger, dwarf fo ntain grass, and

pl mbago fill in the beds beneath. 

A kettle filled with gold fish, parrot

fern and water lilies sits nestled in

irises next to the porch. Potted

plants are scattered aro nd with sea-

sonal colors. The view of the land-

scape from the back porch and the

so nd of the pool’s water feat re

bring a sense of peace and tranq il-

ity. The sights and so nds of cardi-

nals, h mmingbirds, wrens and the

likes inhabiting the landscape make

for a delightf l sanct ary. Whether

drinking coffee in the q iet of early

morning or entertaining family and

friends in the evening, the sense of

being in nat re is the jewel of this

garden.

Y s, you can! Did  ou know that 50% of the proceeds from the sale of items donated

to Here To ay Gone Tomorrow can be directed to Friends of Hilltop?

Boyer said, as director, he will foc s on

contin ing the efforts that have garnered

the Robert Reich School of Landscape Ar-

chitect re a stellar rep tation and top bill-

ing in ann al rankings of landscape archi-

tect re grad ate and  ndergrad ate pro-

grams compiled by DesignIntelligence, the

leading jo rnal of the design professions.
