“Scheduling Class Start Time on the Hour and Half Past the Hour”

Whereas, classes at LSU start at either ten or forty minutes past the hour; 

 

Whereas, most meetings at LSU are scheduled to start either on the hour or half past the hour; 

 

Whereas, classes at Tulane, Southern University, BRCC, Louisiana Tech, and many other 

neighboring universities such as University of Houston, University of Texas, University 

of Mississippi, Rice University start either on the hour or half past the hour; 
 
Whereas, this skewed class start time at LSU creates confusion and results in inefficient use 

of time due to frequent late start of meetings; 
 
Therefore be it resolved that the LSU Faculty Senate hereby recommends to the Office of the 

Registrar to change the class times at LSU to start either on the hour or half past the hour. 
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
