FACULTY SENATE RESOLUTION 95-01

WHEREAS the Admissions, Standards, and Honors Committee of the Louisiana State University Faculty
Senate has fulfilled the charge assigned to it by the Senate, and given a fresh look to the University’s
current Drop/Withdraw policy and the concept of a Repeat/Delete policy, and

WHEREAS the Committee has attempted to consider the best academic interests of LSU students and
the overall benefits of these ideas to both the students and the University,

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Faculty Senate accept without change the four specific proposals
submitted by the ASH Committee and that the University implement these policies by the start of the
Fall 1996 semester:

1. Beginning with the seventh day of classes, a student who drops a course receives a W on his or
her record.

2. The final date for adding a course will be the ninth day of class.

3. The final date for dropping a class and receiving a W will be the 24™ class day.

4. No student will be permitted to receive a total of more than five W grades during his or her
academic career at LSU-BR. A student who wishes to withdraw from more than one class per
semester must receive the prior approval of an academic advisor.
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
